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PREFACE

The textbook «Economic studies for foreign students» is intended for foreign
students of the 2" and 3*® year of study of all forms of education, all faculties and is
part of a set of teaching materials for the course "Foreign language (Ukrainian)».

The textbook is based on the Foreign Language (Ukrainian) course syllabus for
international students of the 2" and 3™ year of study in economics, so it is divided
into 2 parts, each of which includes different texts in Ukrainian, English, Vietnamese
and Chinese. The topics of the texts correspond to the economic specialities that are
included in the university's curriculum.

The educational materials for each topic have a clear structure and consolidate
the basic concepts of sentence construction in the Ukrainian language, logical
sequence 1n the presenting ideas, the ability to find the idea, topic and main problems,
interpretation of rules covered in the text; they form communicative competence. In
addition to correct reading and understanding of the essence of economic, financial,
or banking issues, the tasks for students' independent work include control questions,
and grammar tasks help to better understand and learn special subjects of economic
disciplines.

Two appendices are very useful and relevant in the textbook, the first of which
includes explanations of various economic terms (in English, Vietnamese and
Chinese), and the second provides a number of synonyms for the terms.

Each word in this study guide has an accent, which undoubtedly makes it easier
for foreign students to pronounce it and also helps them to remember the correct
sound of the word.

Well-assimilated educational material will ensure an appropriate level of
foreign language competence of students, activate a number of concepts related to
relevant economic topics in their language consciousness, and improve their

professional knowledge.
