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The final work consists of three sections.

The work examines the essence of higher mental functions and the main
characteristics that distinguish them from lower psychophysiological functions, their
brain organization. Characteristics are given to individual higher mental functions,
namely: gnosis, memory, attention, thinking, speech and praxis. The features of their
development in children of primary school age are revealed.

The organization of a neuropsychological examination, the tests used in
assessing each higher mental function in primary schoolchildren, the difficulties that
can be identified in children during diagnosis, as well as the procedure for assessing
the results obtained are considered.

Problems in the formation of higher mental functions in children of primary
school age have been identified and the introduction of neuropsychological classes
in primary school has been justified. A neuropsychological correction program for



primary schoolchildren has been proposed to eliminate the identified difficulties in
the formation of higher mental functions in children of primary school age.
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
