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The graduation qualification work consists of three sections. The work
considers the methodology and methods of the system for studying speech
development: activity, psycholinguistic, systemic approaches. The criteria and
indicators of the level of development of multilingual speech competence in
migrants are analyzed. The psycholinguistic prerequisites for the development of
multilingual competence are studied.

As a result of the empirical study, it was determined that the majority of
migrants, namely 34%, have a high level of understanding of the "foreign language™,
25% of migrants have an average level, and 15% of students have a low level.
Important factors contributing to the development of multilingual competence
among migrants are accessibility to language learning, support and high-quality
teaching.

The practical significance of the work lies in the systematization of practical
experience in the development of multilingual speech activity in Ukraine through
the war, and the provision of recommendations.
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
