INNOVATIVE TEACHING METHODS OF ENGLISH

Innovative teaching methods are the key to successful learning, teaching and skill acquiring process at
university while teaching and learning a foreign language.

It is clear that the XXI century educator should abandon traditional teaching concepts and methods and
use modern and innovative teaching methods that would reflect and correlate with the realia, educational
market needs and overall global changes. “Whatever the methods and approaches, it seems most pragmatic
and desirable to explore the possibility of using underutilized and valuable materials, which will certainly
facilitate the learning and teaching of language skills. We need interactive learning, and this change in the
role of education is inevitable with the introduction of multimedia technology and the birth of a
technologically savvy generation of young people.” [1, p. 135-138].

Using audiovisual materials, textbooks with models, film footage, movies and visuals, and
infographics or other mind-mapping and brain-mapping tools in the classroom will help the student's
imagination develop and grow. These methods will not only develop their ability to listen, but also help them
understand concepts better.

The goal of language awareness is to develop in the learners’ awareness and sensitivity to form,
meaning and function of the language English. Learners have to explore structured input and develop
awareness of particular linguistic features by performing certain operations. It is not the same thing as
practice, because it involves input processing, noticing certain patterns or relationships, discovering rules,
and noticing the difference between native and learned languages and current inter-language. Language
awareness builds inter-language which has to grow and develop; otherwise, fossilization sets-learners may
exhibit of the all-too-familiar symptoms of language gaps [2, p. 73-85].

Another teaching method is brainstorming. In the context of teaching, brainstorming is a teaching
strategy or tool used by a teacher in which most or all students participate by answering or presenting
opinions on one topic [3]. Brainstorming in the classroom is a useful teaching strategy. It is a powerful tool
that generates ideas and helps find solutions to problems. Brainstorming has other attributes; it motivates,
stimulates, and promotes student interaction. The combined, focused mental power generated during a
brainstorming session elevates performance and almost guarantees both individual and group achievement.

Another variation on the technique that can be applied at economic universities is Learn English Euro
talk Interactive thematic illustrated vocabulary has great potential in vocabulary learning. This program
allows you to train vocabulary on nine different topics. Among the exercises, special attention is paid to
practically necessary forms: the perception of foreign speech by ear, speaking and the development of
memory.

It should be noted the project method: one of the ways to activate students in the process of teaching
foreign languages is the project method. A training project is a complex of search, research, graphic and
other types of work performed by students on their own with the aim of a practical or theoretical solution to a
problem.

Creative tasks motivate students, create the foundation for cooperation, communication of all
participants in the educational process when teaching economic disciplines. Each seminar is communication
in a foreign language, knowledge of the life of the country and the people of the languages studied. Non-
traditional forms of seminars have a positive impact on the relationship between teacher and student, create
an atmosphere of cooperation and creativity, contribute to the achievement of common goals [4, p. 47-49;
5, p. 45-52].
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Effective output depends on methods, techniques and exercises which are used in the process of
education. A student can acquire language from communication, gradually their communicative resource
improves and expands, and approximates to the native speakers. Very few learners can achieve a
communicative resource equal to that of a native speaker, but given appropriate data and tasks, students can
learn to communicate successfully in a foreign language.
